We had a 

fantastic Autumn term with £230.93 raised from the school disco and £563.67 at the Christmas Fayre, as 

well as £85.35 raised via the sale of refreshments at the Christmas performances and £49.98 through the 

Xmas4schools card designs and sales – a fantastic effort all round – a total of £929.93 during last term. 

Thank you for all your efforts, enthusiasm and support! All the monies that the PTA raises goes straight 

back to the children by way of enriching activities such as the ‘Bloodhound’ experience, transport on school 

trips (subsidising the overall individual cost of trips) and Year 6 leavers books, to name but a few examples. 

We had a few new people involved with fundraising last term and all parents and carers are welcome to join 

in with PTA activities; it really is very rewarding  

Your School Lottery 

Your School Lottery is an organisation that creates and run lotteries for UK schools.  Being part of Your 

School Lottery is quick and very easy to set up.  You’ll need to visit the webpage and follow the on-screen 

instructions to set up an account and choose your own numbers.  Once this is done, Your Schools Lottery 

will take care of the rest.  Each week, when the numbers are drawn, the winner will be notified by email and 

also on the webpage and the winnings will automatically be paid into your bank account. (Please note that 

there is another Watlington Primary School on the website too!) 

– the first draw will take place on Saturday 4
th

 February and will take place every Saturday 

thereafter. A ticket costs £1 per week and all funds raised go directly to our school. Each ticket will also 

enter you in at least TWO draws: 

 

1. A jackpot prize draw for £25,000.00. 

2. A local draw with a guaranteed prize for one of the supporters of our school. The size of the prize 

will depend on the number of tickets bought for the school that week (Currently this will be £20 but 

will go up as tickets are sold). 

 

The lottery is a fun and effective way to raise money to improve our school. But we need your help to make 

the lottery the best it can be, so please support the lottery today - and who knows maybe you'll be the next 

£25,000 winner!

You never know who might like to support the school, especially when there’s the bonus of prizes  

Sometimes Your School Lottery runs additional draws that you are automatically entered into, so you might 

have another chance to win.

It’s amazing to think that once we reach 50 tickets sold per weekly draw, we will have created a campaign 

that will be raising over £1,000 per year for Watlington Community Primary School! Maybe this could be 

the final boost to raise funds for the much desired outdoor seating area that has been out of our reach 

financially for the last few years.
